Public Parking: On-Street 

 56 on-street parking spaces along West Main Street.  1-hour free parking. 

 48 on-street parking spaces along Colony Street.  1-hour free parking. 

 

Public Parking: Lots, Structures 
All City-owned lots are free on evenings, weekends and all federal holidays observed by City employees. 

Overnight parking permits for downtown residents are available through the Meriden Parking Commission. 

Handicapped parking is available.  Specific rates and times apply for the following City-owned lots: 

 
City Parking Garage on Church and Grove Street (60 Church Street) 

 75 public spaces on Lower level $2/hour, $10/day maximum.  First 2 hours free with merchant 

validation.  Parking rates apply from 7:30 am - 5:30 pm Weekdays. 

 127 spaces on upper level are contracted parking only. (No public spaces available) 

 Paid monthly/overnight parking permits are available through the Meriden Parking Office at 18 

Barrister’s Court. (Midtown Garage) 

 
City Parking Lot on West Main/South Grove/Butler Street (30 Butler Street) 

 178 spaces $2/hour, $10/day maximum.  First 2 hours free with merchant validation.  Parking rates apply 

from 7:30 am – 5:30 pm Weekdays. 

 Preferred parking for Meriden Superior Court 

 Paid monthly parking permits are available through the Meriden Parking Office at 18 Barrister’s 

Court.(Midtown Garage) 

 

City Parking Lot on Hanover Street (44 Hanover Street) 

 172 spaces free parking 

 Preferred parking for Meriden Police Department and Meriden Senior Center

 65 spaces free parking
